In addition to the establishment and naming of the Kavli Royal Society International Centre, The Royal Society will establish and administer a “Royal Society Kavli Education Medal” in the field of Science and Mathematics Education.  This Medal is made biennially (in odd years) in recognition of a distinguished contribution to science or mathematics education the year before the award  is made.  The award will then be presented at a lecture in the following year.  The award, established by agreement with the Kavli Foundation, consists of a bronze gilt medal and a gift of £500.  Medal winners will be requested to make a lecture or presentation either at a specialist scientific or educational meeting or for the general public as appropriate.

Notes for nominators 

· This award is open to citizens of a Commonwealth country or of the Irish Republic or those who have been ordinarily resident and working in a Commonwealth country or in the Irish Republic for a minimum of three years immediately prior to being proposed;

· The award is normally made to one individual;

· The award may not be given to current members of the Royal Society Council or Education Committee.
