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The Royal Society Mercer Prize 2010 

Invitation to nominate
The Mercer Prize is awarded by the Council of the Royal Society to an individual who has an outstanding track record in Engineering or the applied sciences and whose research has been commercially exploited for significant wealth generation or societal benefit in the United Kingdom. The Award is open to any post-doctoral researcher in academic organisations, research institutes or any other research and technology organisation, including SME commercial organisations. 
Nominations for the Award are invited from all Fellows of the Society, Society research award holders, research institutions and industry. Self-nominations are allowed. Nominations should be made on the specific nomination form and the following documentation should be attached and sent with the nomination (email applications to philip.angell@royalsociety.org or post to the Society marking letters for attention of the Mercer Prize, Grants Section):
· Full name, age and address of candidate. 

· An appropriate statement of support (no more than two sides A4) detailing the candidate's research and the specific innovation for consideration.
· Details of how the outlined innovation was commercialised and exploited, the results of this commercial activity including financial details and future plans.
· A research proposal (no more than two sides A4) for the additional funding – only relevant for self-nomination
· A brief (no more than four sides of A4) and up-to-date curriculum vitae. 

· List of no more than twenty selected publications, considered of most relevance to the nomination. 

· The names of at least two referees from whom further supporting statements could be sought. 

· Name of proposer (if appropriate). 

The Mercer Prize consists of a silver gilt medal, a prize of £5000 and a research grant of up to £25,000.  Council will be advised on suitable candidates for the Prize by a special Committee appointed by Council. The Prize will be presented at the Society's Anniversary Day, or on another suitable occasion.
The closing date for the receipt of nominations is the 24th May 2010.
